Sorry for the delayed response. 
MoDOT's only tunnel is located on US-67 in the St. Louis area and goes underneath Lambert St. Louis International Airport expansion runway. The tunnel is only 1,445 feet long (about ¼ mile) in its longest, southbound, cell. 
In the 20 seconds it takes a motorist to drive the tunnel at the posted 40 mph speed, motorists will be informed of any problems with overhead lane control arrows, dynamic message boards, and advisory radio signals. We do have the message boards externally on the tunnel. We use lane indicators for closure inside the tunnel. In the event an accident take places in tunnel. We also use a Highway Advisory Radio with flashing lights indicating motorist to tune to 530 AM 
As for motorist contacting the center, we have call boxes located every 150 feet within the Tunnel (that automatically call 911). All fire extinguisher cabinet that are opened send alarms to our Management Center. We have several sensors spread out through the tunnel to inform of fire or CO2 buildup that will initiate alarm or jet fans.
